The Project Prospectus represents the project plan and will serve as a "contract"
for conduct, completion and evaluation of the project. Although a binding agreement,
the prospectus may be modified or amended, as required, to accommodate unexpected
results, new opportunities or techniques, or other circumstances. The student and the
mentor must agree upon changes to the prospectus. In general, the prospectus should
contain the following elements, which will also serve as a template and starting point for

the final written presentation of the project.

x Title/Approval page

x Background or Introduction - A presentation of the context and rationale for
the project focus. This section should be supported by appropriate citations

from the primary literature in a style and format customary to the discipline.

x Project Hypothesis (-es) or Objectives - clearly present the focus of the
project.

X Methods or Approach - How will you investigate and test the hypothesis or
achieve the objectives? (Should include citations from the literature, as

appropriate.)
